NGEREMLENGUI STATE SCHOLARSHIP
RECIPIENT

THE NGEREMLENGUI SCHOLARSHIP is offering one (1) scholarship to a graduating high school
senior of Ngeremlengui citizenship who has been accepted to an institute of post-secondary
education. The recipient will receive an award of $1,000.00 for one academic year that will be
paid at the beginning of fall semester.

The following criteria and conditions are hereby established for selecting the Ngeremlengui
Scholarship recipient:

1. An applicant must be a student whose parents, either one or both, are currently
registered voters of the state of Ngeremlengui.

2. An applicant must provide a copy of birth certificate and/or passport.

3. An applicant must be accepted to an institute of post-secondary education. Provide copy
of acceptance letter.

4. An applicant must have a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0. (The applicant
with the highest GPA will win the scholarship).

5. Inthe event of a tie, the Palau National Scholarship Board shall use the grade point
average for the student in their elementary school years to determine the scholarship
recipient. (Official Ngeremlengui Elementary School Transcript will be needed).

***x**Deadline for submitting the scholarship application and all other required supporting
documents is JULY 30™ of each year. Application form must be completed and received at the
Palau National Scholarship Office no later than the deadline date for it to be considered in the

selection process. One student will be selected as a recipient of the Ngeremlengui Scholarship.
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
